Reference ASHRAE 183 for Thermal Load Calculations (CB-25)

Objective:  Simplify the language requiring heating and cooling load calculations to simply reference ASHRAE 183.

Suggested Code Change Proposal

Revise Section C403.2.1 as follows: 

C403.2.1 Calculation of heating and cooling loads.  Design loads associated with heating, ventilating and air conditioning of the building shall be determined in accordance with the procedures described in ANSI/AHRAE/ACCA Standard 183 or by an approved equivalent computational procedure using the design parameters specified in Section 3. The design loads shall  account for the building envelope, lighting, ventilation and occupancy loads based on the project design.  Heating and cooling loads shall be adjusted to account for load reductions that are achieved where energy recovery systems are utilized in the HVAC system in accordance with the ASHRAE HVAC Systems and Equipment Handbook.  Alternatively, design loads shall be determined by an approved equivalent computational procedure using the design parameters specified in Section 3.

Reason:  Simplification and clarification.  ASHRAE 183 provides the relevant details on how to calculate the loads. The “loads” are specified as associated with HVAC.  

Cost Impact:   There is no cost impact associated with this proposed change.
