Chiller Exception (CB-27)

Objective:  Clarify the code with respect to the type of systems that need not comply with the requirements.  

Suggested Code Change Proposal

Revise the Exception to Section C403.2.3.1 as follows: 

Exception: Centrifugal chillers designed to operate outside these the temperature and flow ranges indicated above need not comply with this code.

Reason:  Clarification – “need not comply” is presumed in any exception.  The ranges in question (temperature and flow above) should be stated to eliminate any confusion.   

Cost Impact:   There is no cost impact associated with this proposed change.
