Allowable Fan Horsepower (CB-32)

Objective:  Editorial clarification and simplification of provisions for allowable fan horsepower.

Suggested Code Change Proposal

Revise the Exception to Section C403.2.10.1 as follows:

C403.2.10.1 Allowable fan floor horsepower.  

(Text remains unchanged.)

Exceptions: the following fan systems are exempt from allowable fan floor horsepower requirement.

(Exceptions 1 and 2 remain unchanged.)

Reason:  Simplification.  The parent section is clear as to scope (fan horsepower) and in the context of an exception it is not necessary to re-state the scope nor that what is covered in the exemption is exempt.  The term “floor” makes no sense within the context of this section. The intent is to limit fan horsepower so the term floor is removed.
