Building Sites (CB-4)

Objective:  Include building sites in the scope of the IECC (consistent with C101.2).

Suggested Code Change Proposal

Revise Section C401.1 as follows: 

C401.1 Scope.  The provisions requirements contained in this chapter are applicable to commercial buildings and their building sites or portions of commercial buildings.
Reason:  Clarification of language.  The other ICC codes use the terminology “provisions in this chapter….”  The code was revised during the last code development cycle to clarify that building sites associated with the building are included due to the scope of the provisions in the lighting chapter.  There is no need to include “or portions of commercial buildings” because that higher level scope is covered in Chapter 1.

Cost Impact:  There is no cost impact associated with this proposed change.
